FEEDING INSTRUCTIONS

3. Ensure calves perform optimally according to a heifer growth curve.
4. The intake of the complete calf ration must be managed continuously  
 according to the calves’ growth rate on a heifer growth curve.

COMPOSITION
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FEEDING RECOMMENDATIONS
• When the supplement is changed, calves need to be adapted  
 to the new feed. 
• Clean, fresh drinking water must be available at all times.
• Calves must have access to shade. Heat stress will have a  
 negative effect on the calves’ growth performance.
• The type and quality of roughage has a major influence on  
 the quantity of concentrates that calve should receive daily.
• Feeding cost per kilogram live weight gain is a more   
 accurate criteria than cost per ton of energy concentrate for  
 evaluation of calf rearing costs.
• Feed intake must be monitored on a daily basis.
• Store in a cool, dry place, away from direct sunlight.
• Contact an AFGRI Animal Feeds Technical Advisor for
 feeding recommendations and calf rearing programs.
